| held a breakfast focus group at the June Convention in Castine last month. | was
surprised by the number of eager members that attended at 7:30 a.m. Many
comments and questions ran around the table. It was fun to talk with people that
have the same thoughts and concerns that | do.

| gave out several hand-outs. UMCE Bulletin #2500, “Gardening to Conserve
Maine’'s Native Landscape” has a fabulous list of native plant recommendations
which gives light and water recommendations, as well as the plant height and a
comment on how it grows. This bulletin also lists ten plants that we should avoid.
Listed on the bulletin are 16 contributors to the publication, The Garden Club
Federation of Maine being one. The bulletin is available through your Cooperative
Extension Office or the University of Maine or on their website at:
www.umext.maine.edu/publications/homegarden.htm

Another UMaine bulletin that was up-dated in 2008 is Bulletin #2502, “Native Plants:
A Maine Source List”. A lot of research went into this creation. This bulletin lists
Maine Nurseries and Garden Centers that offer native plants. It shows wholesalers

as well as retailers throughout the State. I'm sure there are others that will be
willing to get native plants for you to purchase. Just ask! | also suggest that we all
mention to our favorite nurseries that they not sell anything considered to be a
problem plant. Some nurseries still sell these problem plants: Japanese Barberry

“Invasive” Oriental Bittersweet(Celastrus orbiculatus)

(Berberis thunbergii DC) and Winged Euonymus, referred to as Burning Bush
(Euonymus alata).

Plants that you see growing in Maine that you should not transplant or share with
your friends include, Purple Loosestrife (Lythrum salicaria), Oriental bittersweet
(Celastrus articulates), Japanese knotweed (Fallopia japonica), non-native
honeysuckles (Lonicera spp.) Multifliora Rose (Rosa multiflora Thunb.) and common
reed (Phragmites australis).

One of the hand-outs | had is one that is no longer available. It was published in
color on recycled paper by the New England Region several years ago. Much of
the information listed can be found on three websites: www.hort.uconn.edu/cipwg;
http://invasives.eeb.uconn,edu/ipane/ and www.newfs.org

CUCUMBERS ~ WHO KNEW??

Cucumbers contain most of the
vitamins you need every day, just one
cucumber contains Vitamin B1, Vitamin
B2, Vitamin B3, Vitamin B5, Vitamin
B6, Folic Acid, Vitamin C, Calcium,
Iron, Magnesium, Phosphorus,
Potassium and Zinc.

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CONSERVATION

| joined the Bath Garden Club not too long after we moved to Brunswick in late 2004.
| chose to serve on the Conservation and Program Committees and continue to do
Sso.

The BGC Conservation Committee concerns itself with invasive plants and insects,
habitat/wetland enhancement, and recycling, as well as ways to lower our carbon
footprint. As the recently elected GCFM Conservation Chairperson, | shall attempt to
share with you some newly gleaned information and personal conservation concerns.

One topic of particular interest to me is the attempt to reverse Maine’s 34-year ban
on billboards. Two bills — LD 1405 and LD 1367 would allow billboards to be
constructed everywhere! If you visit maine.gov and check on the status of these bills,
you will see that although the House sent LD 1405 to the Senate for concurrence on
April 5, 2011, the Senate placed it in Legislative Files on May 11, 2011 meaning that
the bill is dead — for now. However, during a conversation with our representative,
Alexander Cornell du Houx on May 26", | learned that this bill could be retrieved
anytime by the Leadership suspending the rules and considered again.

Masquerading as a means to fund badly needed road repairs, LD 1367 would allow
the construction of billboards just as blatantly as LD 1405. While the Senate sent it
down to the House at the end of March, on April 5, 2011, the House referred it to the

Transportation Committee where it is still being considered.

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CONSERVATION

On May 17", | attended a very informative workshop on climate change sponsored
by the Manomet Center for Conservation Sciences. Approximately 60 attendees
listened to talks from representatives of Maine Inland Fisheries and Wildlife, the
Nature Conservancy, Maine Geological Survey, and a local consulting civil
engineering company. George Jacobson, Ph.D., Maine’s State Climatologist spoke
at length on climate variability with particular emphasis on the burgeoning world
population. | urge you to visit www.manomet.org to read their presentations posted
at “Click Here” in purple under the workshop title. Jackie Sartoris, who organized this
event, also wrote a blog about it which you may enjoy reading.

Since solar energy is yet another topic of interest to me, | found the report “A Solar
Transition is Possible” by Peter D. Schwartzman and David W. Schwartzman
particularly thought —provoking.

MANURE... AN INTERESTING FACT

Manure: In the 16th and 17th centuries, everything had to be transported by ship and
it was also before the invention of commercial fertilizers, so large shipments of
manure were quite common.

It was shipped dry, because in dry form it weighed a lot less than when wet, but once
water (at sea) hit it, not only did it become heavier, but the process of fermentation
began again, of which a byproduct is methane gas of course.. As the stuff was
stored below decks in bundles you can see what could (and did) happen.

Methane began to build up below decks and the first time someone came below at
night with a lantern, BOOM!

Several ships were destroyed in this manner before it was determined just what was
happening.

After that, the bundles of manure were always stamped with the instruction ' Stow
high in transit ' on them, which meant for the sailors to stow it high enough off the
lower decks so that any water that came into the hold would not touch this volatile
cargo and start the production of methane.

Thus evolved the term 'S.H.L.T." (Stow High In Transit) which has come down through
the centuries and is in use to this very day.

You probably did not know the true history of this word.
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PREVENTING THE SPREAD OF PESTS

Preventing the Spread of Pests at Plant Sales and Swaps:
What can you do?
1. Think about the Characteristics of the plants you want to swap/sell
a. Do notinclude plants in a swap/sale that are invasive or problem plants in
your garden
2. Know your pests (and their enemies)
a. Determine what major pests affect the plants and:
i.  Where and when to look for them,

1. li. How to identify them,
2. li. What type of damage they cause and
3. Iv. How to control or prevent them.

3. Swapl/sell only plant material that is healthy and free from pests
a. Look for any signs of pests,
b. Not sure what it is? Contact Cooperative Extension Pest Management
Office at 1-800-287-0279 to have pests positively identified.
c. Ifaplantis not of high enough quality for you to buy in a nursery, you
should not include it in a swap/sale
4. Beware of hitchhiking weeds
a. Consider bare-rooting perennials
5.  Know the laws — respect quarantines
a. Maine quarantines on plant material include:
i. All hemlocks brought into Maine must come from counties free
from hemlock woolly adelgid,
ii. Ribes spp. (currants, gooseberries) can not be planted or sold
in most parts of Maine,
iii. All pine species moving to Aroostook and Washington Counties
must be inspected and found free from pine shoot beetle,
iv. All larch (Larix spp and Pseudolarix spp.) coming from parts of
Waldo, Hancock, Knox, Lincoln and Washington Counties
must be certified free from European larch canker,
vii. species of invasive aquatic plants cannot be sold in Maine.
b. Other quarantines may also apply — check with the Maine Department of
Agriculture for updates on regulations.

KINDLE LOOMIS AWARDED GCFM AND NGC SCHOLARSHIPS

After reviewing another round
of excellent applications from
deserving university students,
the GCFM Scholarship
Committee awarded the 2011
GCFM Horticulture Scholarship
to Kindle Loomis of East Blue
Hill. Her application was then
forwarded for consideration by
National Garden Clubs, and in
addition to the GCFM
Scholarship for $3300, she was
also awarded an NGC
Scholarship for $3500.

Kindle will be a 4th year BSc
student in the Fall at the
Rubinstein School of
Environment and Natural
Resources at the University of
Vermont in Burlington, VT.
She is majoring in Natural
Resource Planning with a focus
on the important emergent field Kindle Loomis GCFM & NGC Scholarship Recepiant |
of Human and Environmental Health, and she is minoring in Community International
Development. These interests have led her to take courses such as agricultural
ethics, human health and gardening practices, and most recently, a service-learning
class, which culminated in travel to Honduras in May. During her time in Honduras,
she worked with a team of three to continue developing a school garden project
begun three years ago by former students and to educate local children on a broad
array of integrated topics, including nutrition, water systems, sustainable gardening
practices and watershed management.

After returning from her service-learning trip, Kindle headed off to Alaska for a one-
month position with a salmon fishing company, but on her return she will be working
with a Burlington organization, New Farms for New Americans. New Farms

teaches refugees, who have resettled in the Burlington community, gardening skills

as a means of income generation. Volunteers work side by side with refugee women
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on the farm; and, after harvests, volunteers assist women in selling the produce at
farmers’ markets. The project ensures women can support themselves, while also
cultivating community amongst themselves, and cultivating a connection with the
greater community.

In her application Kindle noted that it is “uplifting and inspirational ideals and projects”
such as these which “truly motivate me in continuing my course of study.” For her
future career path she sees herself potentially working in any one of a number of
areas from teaching garden education to elementary school students, to becoming a
national park manager in Denali National Park, to working for a non-profit in Haitian
relief work. She is enthusiastic about the wide range of job opportunities for which
her major will qualify her and committed to the common philosophical thread which
connects them--"working with others for the betterment of human society and the
environment in which we live.”

Kindle is a great gardener and because she has in fact worked in the past for Eliot
Coleman and Barbara Damrosch in their private gardens, people who took the
Wednesday afternoon garden tour at Spring Convention got a chance to see gardens
in which she was able to hone some of her gardening skills.

Patrick Chasse’ is immensely qualified to receive this award as indicated by his
experience and passion for his work as a landscape architect.

His contributions to civic projects illustrate his dedication to the field of historic
landscapes. At Garland Farm in Bar Harbor, Maine, Patrick led the effort to purchase
and preserve this property the last home and garden of Beatrix Farrand, illustrating
his generosity and dedication of her work. There, he was able to establish a garden
research library and document and restore the landscape. As historic landscape
architect on the restoration of the Benenson Conifer Collection at the New York
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Botanical Garden he received a Lucy S. Moses Preservation Award in 2005. As the
first curator of landscape at the lsabella Stewart Gardiner Museum in Boston,
Massachusetts he documented the evolution of the courtyard garden and reinstated
elements of its design, along with developing an educational program related to
horticulture. Thuya Garden in Seal Harbor, Maine is another example of his work in
restoring a perennial garden.

Patrick Chasse’, ASLA, is Maine born and bred. He earned a Master of Landscape
Architecture degree from Harvard Graduate School of Design, after a B.S. in biology,
graduate studies in botany and a MEd in environmental education from the University
of Maine. Patrick came to landscape design as a convergence of life paths in science
and art. With training as a botanist and ecologist, his creativity found outlets in
printmaking, painting, glassblowing (studying with Dale Chihuly), ceramics, precious
metalsmithing, photography and other media. Art history formed the matrix for the
cross-cultural perspective he took on human expression, and landscape design
proved to be the ideal medium for synthesis of his sensible sensibilities.

Utilizing his science training Patrick has a passion for protecting natural resources
especially native plants. As a young botanist Patrick has led bog walks thoughtfully
explaining the development of a bog and the plants that hold it together. He was
instrumental in renovating the Abby Aldrich Rockefeller Garden in Seal Harbor,
Maine originally designed in 1921 as a collaborative effort between Beatrix Farrand
and Mrs. Rockefeller. The Spirit Path is portion of the garden lined with Korean
statues and Maine native shrubs and ground covers.

He has taught at the Landscape Institute, Arnold Arboretum, and the Graduate
School of Design at Harvard University, the College of the Atlantic in Maine and
Sheffield University in the UK. He has been an instructor for many National Garden
Club Landscape Design Schools in New England and presented seminars and
lectures at garden clubs, historical societies, botanical gardens, arboreta and
museums in the US, Canada and Europe. He has written numerous articles in
Horticulture Magazine and other popular press on garden design. He has mentored
garden club members, students and landscapers and been an inspiration to many
others. Patrick has served on boards of many Not-for-Profit organizations, been on
advisory committees and given pro-bono professional services to many communities.
In 2006, The Garden Club Federation of Maine celebrated their 75" Anniversary in
Bar Harbor. Patrick and Martha Stewart were the keynote speakers for a day of
memorable, educational programs. During this Anniversary Celebration, Patrick
graciously opened Garland Farm and conducted tours throughout the Convention.

Mr. Chasse’ maintains an active design practice, specializing in historic landscapes,
the reconstruction of natural plant communities and design of new gardens, from Mt.
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Desert Island, Maine to Istanbul, Turkey. His list of clientele throughout his career is
quite impressive, but of course, is confidential. Patrick was asked to renovate
“Skylands,” Martha Stewarts’'s home in Seal Harbor, Maine. This property is the only
garden designed by Jens Jensen on the east coast and is planted using Maine native
plants. The restoration of Edith Wharton’s garden at “The Mount” in Lenox, MA was
particularly challenging for Patrick due to a lack of plans for the property. Beatrix
Farrand was Wharton's niece, and designed The Mount’s potager and sugar maple
allee’. Patrick had to scour Wharton’s books and correspondence for clues to begin
the restoration. Documentation revealed her fondness for ferns, wildflowers and the
textures of the surrounding woodland.

As suburbia continues its sprawl into the communities surrounding the City of
Bangor, the Penobscot District's seven garden clubs have continued to maintain
their commitment to our native landscape and rural Maine tradition of homespun
community service. Our proximity to the University of Maine’s flagship campus gives
us access to wonderful academic expertise and rich resource for programs. The
dedicated leaders of our clubs have carried the torch proudly forward despite
personal challenges of aging or illness. We gardeners know the great strength and
healing power to be found in the soil and flowers — whether cultivated or wild, in
birdsongs, in the exuberance of young animals. We strive to share this knowledge
and understanding and joy of gardening with our neighbors and newcomers, young
and old alike.

This spring we collaborated with The Arts Alliance and provided 37 floral
arrangements to complement and interpret their art at an Art In Bloom exhibit at
Bangor's Garden Show. Our district has been paying the course tuition for two of
our members to attend Flower Show School, and these two in turn, Carol Smith and
Pam Newcomb, have chaired our district flower show activities these last few years,
ably assisted by our resident expert Sally Mowbray.

The Brewer Garden and Bird Club is as ambitious with its many areas of outreach
as is its city, which has undergone rapid commercial development in recent years.
Their active group of Junior Garden Growers continues the club’s long-standing
support of programs for youth . The chair of Brewer's Youth Committee was Ann
Gallant.

A fourth grade student from Hampden won first place in the state for her Smokey
Bear/Woodsy Owl poster. Hampden’s Youth Chairman is Judy Luro, their former
club president and a retired school teacher. Hampden hosts wonderful farmers
markets and other community events in their club-owned historic Harmony Hall.

Several of Orrington’s members volunteer at the Fields Pond Audubon Center--
helping with the gift shop, serving as docents for children’s nature programs, and
helping to maintain the landscaping around the building.

The Bangor Garden Club has been rejuvenated with new leadership. They hosted
an elegant Spring District Meeting for us at the Muddy Rudder Restaurant. Their
service projects include a youth program at the Bangor Public Library for children to
make small planters, flower boxes at the library, a lovely Circle of Senses herb
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garden at the Dorothea Dix psychiatric hospital, and flowers planted at the fire
department’s museum.

Milo membership increased by 10% to over 50, now the largest club in our district
and the most rural. Their August Fair and Plant Sale is highly recommended as a
destination for summer fun in old timey tradition.

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TRIBUTE TO MARION FULLER BROWN

Marion Fuller Brown , or as many of us knew her as “Marion Billboard Brown”
Conservationist, Friend of Natural Resources, and ‘loyal advocate’ about anything
she decided to tackle during her lifetime.

Marion Fuller Brown, who was a state representative in Maine, sponsored
legislation that banned billboards throughout the state of Maine, a law that was
upheld by the United States Supreme Court, died on June 3™ at her home “Rams
Head Farm” in York, ME. Mrs. Brown was 94.

Mrs. Fuller Brown, who was a founder of Scenic America , a national organization
dedicated to preserving the visual character of America’s countryside, served in the
Maine House of Representatives from 1966 to 1972. It was during her last term that
Mrs. Brown sponsored the law banning from state roads what are called ‘off-
premises billboards’ or those that are not on the site of the business being
advertised. At the time there were more than 2,500 off-premises billboards in
Maine.

In 1981 after a legal challenge to the law, the Supreme Court affirmed a ruling by a
federal district court in Maine. In its ruling, the lower court said, “The nation’s
recently awakened and growing concern for the quality of its environment and the
various and widespread steps taken by individuals, citizen groups and governmental
bodies to protect and enhanced natural resources demonstrate beyond reasonable
question that the Maine Act serve substantial governmental interests through the
preservation of aesthetic values.” Three other states have similar bans: Hawaii,
Alaska and Vermont.

President Richard M. Nixon appointed Mrs. Brown to the National Highway
Beautification Commission in 1971. Eleven years later she helped create the
National Coalition to Preserve Scenic Beauty, the predecessor to Scenic America.
She helped to lay the groundwork for the advocacy of Scenic America , to protect
the nation’s scenic and historical assets.

Starting in the late 80’s Mrs. Brown returned to Augusta to become Chairman of the
Blaine House Landscape Committee and served on the committee for 18 years.
Marion was a member of both the Garden club Federation of Maine and the Garden
Club of America. She was an advocate of Maine’s history, cultural legacies, civic
projects, environmental and conservation issues. Her loyalty to Maine was endless.
We all live in a more beautiful State, because of Marion’s tireless efforts to preserve
our natural landscapes. It was always a privilege to serve ‘with’ her, ‘for’ her
passions and she will be missed by all of us.

LOOKING AHEAD TO FREEPORT 2012 GCFM CONVENTION

As we close the book on a
very successful 2011 GCFM
convention in Castine, we also
begin a new chapter as we
look ahead to the 2012
convention, the first one under
the new leadership of GCFM
President Kathleen Marty.

A theme has already been
chosen — A Passion For
Flowers — and the venue has
been secured, the Hilton

Freeport. The clubs of the Stroudwater District will be your hosts and are gearing up
for an exciting event. In an effort to generate advance interest, a series of articles
will be printed in THE GARDENERS VOICE giving you a peek at the preparations for

the 2012 convention.

While most people think of the iconic L.L. Bean when Freeport is mentioned, the
town is actually a place rich with history, much of it preserved for visitors to enjoy.

The town was
founded in 1789 and
many say it was
also the “birthplace
of Maine”.  Sitting
across the street
from Bean’s flagship
store is the historic
Jameson  Tavern
where  colonists
debated the
separation
movement  from
Massachusetts.
Historic  buildings
abound in Freeport
including the
Harrington  House
(1830) now home to
the Freeport

Historical Society, Pettengill Farm, a 19" century saltwater farm where visitors find
exhibits of 19" century coastal farm life, the Gore House, which houses the only
McDonalds Restaurant in the country in an historic home, and the Harraseeket Inn
with its lovely gardens on display to the public.

In May, the Freeport Historical Society introduced its new Heritage Trail, a 17-sign,
self-guided tour that directs visitors to significant spots in Freeport’s history. The
Historical Society has also created a podcast narrated by local citizens that helps
bring a personal touch to learning the history of the town.

Other points of interest include a magnificent oceanside hike if you choose to explore
Wolfe's Neck Woods State Park or take a nature walk through Mast Landing
Sanctuary. South Freeport village offers a panoramic view of a working harbor on
the Harraseeket River, opening onto Casco Bay. Boat tours are available from the
harbor to explore the summer home of the late Admiral Robert Peary (a Bowdoin
College graduate and North Pole explorer) on Eagle Island, now a Maine State
Historic Site.

A trip to Freeport wouldn't be
complete without making time to
explore the many outlets and
shops just up the street from the
Hilton Garden Inn. L.L. Bean
offers what they call “walk on
adventures” through their Outdoor
Discovery School. You can walk
into the store and sign up the
same day to learn how to kayak,
fly fish, shoot sporting clays or
bone up on your archery skills. As
you can see, there’s something for
everyone in the family! Whether
it's history, shopping, touring or
exploring the numerous sights in
and around the mid-Coast, we
hope you’ll consider making a visit
to Freeport next June more than
just a convention stop! We
encourage you to bring your
family and make it a mini vacation!
