The Scholarship Chairman must receive application form, personal letter by applicant, letters of reference, grade
transcripts, list of activities no later than MARCH FIRST. The winner will be notified no later than May first and will be
invited to attend the annual spring meeting of the St. Croix District of the GCFM to receive the award. The student may
reapply another year but must send in updated application.
